KHUTSE GAME RESERVE






At 5 280 000 hectares, the Central Kalahari Game
Reserve (CKGR) is bigger than Switzerland and
is one of the largest game reserves in the world.
Established in 1961, the CKGR is famed for its
outstanding wildlife, with vast herds of antelope
and a number of predators — including the
legendary black-maned lions of the Kalahari. The
CKGR is situated in the Kalahari Desert (which
covers 84% of Botswana, and extends into South
Africa, Namibia and Angola), and rainfall is sparse
and sporadic.

With the advent of the summer rains (November —
April) the desert comes to life: short grasses sprout
in the pan systems and fossil riverbeds, attracting
a plethora of plains game such as springbok and
gemsbok. Wildebeest, steenbok and red hartebeest
join in the feast — and are followed in turn by
predators such as lion, cheetah and jackal. This
is some of the best summer wildlife viewing in
Botswana!

At other times, the CKGR is a more typical dry
desert-type system, with gemsbok, springbok, red
hartebeest and steenbok as well as lion, one of
the highest concentrations of cheetah in southern
Africa, leopard and brown hyaena. Small predators
also found here are black-backed jackal, meerkat
(suricates), Cape fox and honey badger. Some 220
bird species have been recorded to date.

Camps: Kalahari Plains Camp







KALAHARI PLAINS CAMP

Where is it?

Kalahari Plains Camp is situated overlooking an
immense pan with endless horizons and beautiful
skies, in the remote north-eastern part of the
Central Kalahari Game Reserve.

Look and feel of the Camp?

10 en-suite canvas units (including 2 family units)
each have a rooftop sleep-out deck from which
to enjoy the star-studded nights. The tents and
main area (and pool) are all raised off the ground
to catch the breeze and take in spacious views
across the Kalahari. Kalahari Plains is a 100%
solar-powered camp, and uses innovative insulated
canvas walls and roofs to keep temperatures
naturally comfortable.

What can | see?

Seasonal herds of herbivores — springbok, gemsbok,
steenbok and red hartebeest — followed by
predators: lion, cheetah, leopard, bat-eared fox,
brown hyaena and jackal. Other sightings include
meerkat, Cape fox, and honey badger.

220 bird species including threatened species
like Kori Bustard and Lappet-faced Vulture; also
arid-west endemic species such as Burchell’s
Sandgrouse, and Grey-backed Sparrowlark.

What will | do?

Game drives within the Central Kalahari Reserve
Excursions to the renowned Deception Valley.
Guided nature walks, within a 3km radius of
camp, including two large pans, offers a different
perspective of the flora, fauna and scenery.

An interpretive Bushman walk with staff members
who are from the local San clan.

Note: As we are within a National Park, we adhere
to the regulations of the Department of Wildlife and
National Parks restricting off-road driving and night
driving.
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Where is it?

In the Khwai Development Trust Community
Concession, on the banks of the Khwai River in
the north-eastern corner of the Okavango Delta
adjoining the Moremi Game Reserve. The Khwai
River is the northernmost ‘finger’ of the Delta’s
alluvial fan.

Look and feel of the Camp?

Named in honour of the River San, the ancestors of
the Khoi and the earliest settlers of the Okavango
Delta, Banoka comprises 10 tented units (including
2 family rooms). The camp, which is 100% solar
powered, is built along the tree line overlooking a
lagoon and is raised off the ground to take in the
view. The main area consists of a lounge and dining
area, plunge pool and deck.

What can | see?

This is one of the most diverse areas in northern
Botswana; wildlife to be seen include: elephant,
hippo, roan, lion, leopard, wild dog and spotted
hyaena, to name a few. Thanks to its colourful
blend of habitats, Banoka is a birder’s paradise with
some 450 species recorded.

What will | do?

Explore a wide range of exciting habitats: a blend
of forests, floodplain, wetland and grasslands via
guided game drives.

Travel secretive channels by traditional mokoro.
Walk in the bush and feel Africa beneath your feet.
Seasonal fishing on a catch and release basis.
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Where is it?

Mumbo Island is a pristine and otherwise-deserted
tropical island on the blue waters of Lake Malawi
National Park. It lies 10km north-west of the
fishing village of Chembe at the southern end of
the Lake.

Look and feel of the Camp?

Five twin tents perched on rocks high above the
water and shaded by lush foliage, each with bucket
showers, ‘eco-loos’ and wooden decks. A twin
tented family chalet is tucked away in the forest
on the edge of the beach. A hammock provides a
comfortable spot to take in the idyllic Lake view.
There is a dining and water sports area of timber
and thatch. To preserve as light a footprint as
possible, gas, paraffin and solar lights are used.

What can | see?

Bird life is abundant, with over 100 bird species,
particularly waterbirds and the ever-present
African Fish Eagle.

A wide range of underwater habitats harbour an
abundant wealth and diversity of aquatic life, the
majority of which are colourful fish called cichlids
(locally named mbuna).

Cape clawless otter and spotted-necked otter
often join guests for a snorkel or swim.

What will | do?

Lake Malawi is considered to have the best
freshwater scuba diving in the world with Mumbo
Island being the perfect place for this. Other
activities include snorkelling, swimming, kayaking,
bird watching — and lazing in a hammock. Guests
also have the option of boating or paddling to
explore the granitic islands of this Rift Valley lake.

*Seasonal camp






In the north of Malawi, the high-altitude montane
grasslands and forested patches of Nyika National
Park contrast well with the lowlands of Liwonde
National Park. At 313 400 hectares Nyika is
Malawi’s largest National Park. Its name means
“where the water comes from” as it is one of the
country’s most important catchment areas. It is a
wild, untouched and remote upland area, boasting
the distinction of being the only big game Afro-
montane area in south-central Africa. The vistas are
immense, and evergreen forest pockets bursting
with endemism add further character to the rolling
hills. Extensive patches of broad-leafed miombo
woodland dominate the lower altitudes. In summer,
Nyika is a botanist’s delight with masses of wild
alpine flowers including 11 localised orchid species.

From a game viewing perspective, a variety of
animals can be seen, as well as approximately 400
bird species, including large herds of roan, eland
and zebra, with occasional elephant — and exciting
daytime sightings of leopard.

Planted as an agricultural experiment in the 1960s,
the Chelinda Pine Plantation is located in the centre
of the Nyika Plateau. These non-indigenous trees
are slowly being cut back under a government-
orchestrated project and the grasslands will
ultimately be rehabilitated. Plans are to keep a core
forest remaining around the Nyika National Park
headquarters as the pines are not invasive and do
not threaten the integrity of the ecosystem.

Camps: Chelinda Camp
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Where is it?

The camp overlooks a crystal-clear dam with views
out onto the open grasslands of the High Nyika
Plateau. It is situated on the edge of a forest, with
the trees serving as both a windbreak and source
of firewood and timber in this grass-dominated
environment.

Look and feel of the Camp?

4 chalets each with two bedrooms, bathrooms,
a lounge, dining area with fireplace, and small
kitchen are ideal for private groups; private meals
can be enjoyed in the chalet. 6 twin-bedded en-
suite rooms with either a bath or shower are also
available; guests here take meals in the nearby
main area, which has a large dining and lounge
area complete with comfortable furnishings and
an inviting fireplace.

What can | see?

Nyika harbours important populations of roan,
eland, Crawshay’s zebra, southern reedbuck,
bushbuck, warthog, bushpig, spotted hyaena,
serval and side-striped jackal. Elephant are seen at
times and leopard can even be encountered in the
daytime, owing to the temperate climate.

The area boasts some 400 bird species including
a host of easily seen birding specials, such as Red-
winged Francolin, Pallid Harrier and Denham’s
Bustard.

What will | do?

This unique area is explored via day and night game
drives, nature walks and mountain bikes. Catch-
and-release fly-fishing for trout is also available.
