Kuyenda Camp

Accommodation:

Subtle décor adorns the 2-meter high tree house chalets (only 3 chalets in camp). The
tasteful blend of wrought iron and brass offsets the creams and pastels that welcome you to
recline and relax. Open to a 180° vista, the front of each tree house provides the exciting
frame for all of Luangwa Valley's diversity. The four-poster beds enjoy a bird’s eye view over
the waters of the Luangwa River and the abundant riverine wildlife that has made the valley
famous. With the magnificent Chindeni Hills as the backdrop for your view, Chamilandu
affords you the majesty of Africa in all its forms.

Bilimungwe Camp

Bilimungwe Camp nestles beneath a grove of magnificent mahogany trees on the edge of a
small plain. The rustic dining room and bar, built on raised decking, offer wonderful views of
Bilimungwe’s permanent waterhole, an oasis for surrounding game and birdlife. Sundowners
can be enjoyed on the crystal clear Kapamba River before taking a night drive back to camp.

Accommodation:

The camp consists of 4 reed and thatch chalets are cool and comfortable with en-suite
shower, toilet and double vanities. Each chalet has two queen sized double beds with large
mosquito nets and an individual rechargeable lighting system.

Guest Facilities:

A delightful dining area and fully stocked bar offer panoramic views of Bilimungwe's water
hole and the abundant resident game that it attracts. The thatched dining canopy provides a
cool and comfortable environment in which to enjoy this idyllic setting. The surrounding
forests of evergreen shade trees form a majestic backdrop for those seeking the unique
African experience.

Kapamba Camp

Remote, charming and touched with the romance reminiscent of a bygone era, Kapamba's
four en-suite chalets offer sweeping views of the Kapamba River, fed by natural springs. The
region boasts some of the most productive game viewing in the park, often viewed from the
privacy of the sunken baths!

Accommodation:

Four en-suite chalets. Open fronts ensure that guests can enjoy game viewing from the
privacy of their room. Bathrooms have double sized sunken baths and a spacious double
shower, both open fronted with views to hippos in the river below.

Guest Facilities:

A half moon deck at the centre of the camp acts as a focal point and is also the bar and
dining area.

Solar panel lighting, paraffin lamps, hot and cold running water and a fully stocked bar
ensure that guests will not forgo any levels of comfort.

No special children’s rates, full rates
apply. There are standard rooms that have two double beds and can accommodate two
adults and two children. The camps are very remote and not fenced therefore wild animals
often enter camp. Children must be supervised by their parents at all times.

Bushcamp Company is actively involved in the sponsorship of two schools is the Luangwa
region namely Chiwawatala Primary School and Chilongozi School. Their involvement
includes sponsoring training of teachers, schooling of orphans, school building maintenance
and assistance obtaining school supplies through donations and fund raisers.
