Classification 

 
Giraffe Manor is an elegant boutique hotel in Nairobi’s outskirts. 
 

 
Access 

 
The Manor can be accessed by vehicle from Jomo Kenyatta International Airport. Giraffe Manor 
will arrange a transfer from the airport in one of their private vehicles (US$40 per vehicle). 
 

 
Accommodation 

 
Originally built in the 1930s, Giraffe Manor was modeled on a Scottish hunting lodge, but 
influenced by the fashion of the day. Giraffe Manor has just six bedrooms, one of which is 
suitable for children.

Master bedroom:  double room with fabulous 1930s décor | ensuite Art Deco bathroom | in-room 
fireplace. 
Giraffe room:  two large single beds with overhead canopies| ensuite shower room.

Age of children taken : Children of all ages are welcome at Giraffe Manor, although it should be 
remembered that the atmosphere is very much that of a private house party, and children should 
be kept under control. 
 
Rates per child: Children are charged 50% of the full rate. 
Children under the age of three are considered infants, and stay free of charge. 
 
Can children share with the parents? On occasion, although it is recommended that parents 
with children book the Master Bedroom, which has an adjoining bathroom through which children 
can connect. Alternatively, the Karen Blixen room can accommodate extra beds. 
 
Is there a special children’s programme? No, however we do encourage all visitors to Giraffe 
Manor to go to the AFEW (African Fund for Endangered Wildlife) centre, where children can 
learn more about the giraffe in detail as well as the extensive efforts being made to increase the 
numbers of the Rothschild Giraffe through a well-established breeding programme. 
 
Activities offered for families? There are plenty of activities around Nairobi for families to enjoy 
together, and Giraffe Manor provides a transfer vehicle free of charge. 
 

Are baby sitters available? Yes, by prior arrangement. 
 

Are special meals provided for children ? By arrangement, with pleasure. 
 

 
Restaurants and Bars 

 
Giraffe Manor has built a reputation for excellent cuisine, and this trademark of service continues. 
Meals are taken in the wood paneled dining room, with great ceremony.

Giraffe Manor was originally built as a home by David Duncan in the 1930s. In 1974, Jock and 
Betty Leslie-Melville purchased the property, and started a campaign to save the endangered 
Rothschild giraffe. The legacy of their efforts lives on today, with the resident giraffe of Giraffe 
Manor providing many of the offspring who have gone on to live in the wild and breed the 
population up. This project became a lifetime’s work, and the family owned Giraffe Manor until 
March 2009 when the Kenyan based Tamimi Group acquired the property. With their strong 
environmental credentials, Tamimi will look to continue the strong focus on saving the Giraffe as 
well as ensuring that this incredible sanctuary remains a safe-haven for as long as possible.

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Location: 

 
Sala’s Camp is located in the Masai Mara Game Reserve, on the confluence of the Sand and 
Keekorok Rivers just a few kilometers north of the Tanzanian border. 
 

 
Hosts & Owners: 

 
Sala’s Camp is owned by the Tamimi group, and hosted by Cara Hopcraft. 
 

 
Classification: 

 
Sala’s Camp is a seasonal tented camp, open for seven months of the year. Located in the 
southern sector of the Mara Game Reserve, Sala’s Camp boasts a unique position looking over 
the Sand river towards Tanzania, and the ‘Northern Corridor’ where nearly 2 million wildebeest 
migrate annually from Tanzania into Kenya, and then back again. 
 

 
Access: 

 
Sala’s Camp is accessible by air from Nairobi or other safari destinations. The nearest airstrip is 
Keekorok. By road from Nairobi, Sala’s Camp is accessible in around five hours driving time. 
 

 
Accommodation: 

 
Sala’s Camp offers seven ensuite tents, each of which is designed to offer the height of luxury on 
safari under canvas. Each tent has hot showers and a flushing toilet.  
 

 
Room Types: 

 
The seven tents were originally a mobile safari camp, so they are light and practical, yet spacious 
and very comfortable. Each of the tents has a huge driftwood bed with ultra comfy mattress and 
linens. Whilst comfort is the first concern, Sala’s Camp retains the traditional simplicity of the 
pioneering days. 
  

 
Children's facilities 
and Policy: 
 

 
Age of children taken : 
Children of all ages are welcome at Sala’s Camp, although it should be remembered that the 
camp is entirely open and not fenced off, so children should be kept a close eye on.  
 
Rates per child: 
US$ 345 per child per night under twelve. 
Children under the age of three are considered infants, and stay free of charge. 
An extra bed in the room is charged at US$ 300 per night. 
 

Can children share with the parents? 
Yes. We recommend that parents with children book the largest of the tents (tent 7), which has 
an additional space that can be made into a children’s room, and which is connected to the main 
room.  
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Is there a special children’s programme?  
The local Masai tribe love children, and are keen to teach traditional lore. Activities include 
searching out the toothbrush tree, learning about the Masai, being taught how to spot the ‘Little 
Five’ and the ‘Ugly Five’ on game drives, or finding spoor in the sand riverbed. 
 
Activities offered for families? 
Exclusive use of game-drive vehicles is also possible, and charged at US$250 per day. 
 

Are baby sitters available? 
Yes, by prior arrangement. 
 

Are special meals provided for children ? 
By arrangement, with pleasure. 
 

 
Restaurants and 
Bars: 

 
The finest Kenyan produce is cooked to perfection at Sala’s Camp. Delicious homemade hors 
d’oevres are produced before meal times, whilst meals themselves are an extravagant affair. 
During the Migration season, guests will often go out on a game drive for the entire day, taking a 
Sala’s Camp special picnic with them.  
 

 
Activities and Leisure 
Facilities: 

 
 - Game Drives in one of the world’s most prolific game areas. The Masai Mara is home to the 

‘Big Five’, as well as the world-famous annual Migration of wildebeest, which takes place from 
July – September.  

-   Sala’s location on the confluence of the Sand and Keekorok rivers mean that it is a true haven 
for birdlife.  

  - Star Gazing is also a great treat in this area of clear skies and no light pollution.

Sasaab is located in the Westgate Community Conservancy, west of Samburu National Reserve 
in Kenya’s Northern Frontier District. Sasaab is the only tourist initiative in the area, and is 
heavily involved with both community and environmental sustainability.

Sasaab is owned by the Tamimi group, and hosted by Tony & Ali Allport. 
 

 
Classification: 

 
Sasaab is a safari destination with a difference. Located in the harsh but beautiful lands of 
northern Kenya, where temperatures are warm, the lodge is designed on strong Moroccan 
principles making it Kenya’s most stylish safari lodge.  
 

 
Access: 

 
Sasaab is accessible by a twice daily schedule flight from Nairobi which takes just over one hour, 
or can be accessed by road, which takes over six hours from Nairobi. 
 

 
Accommodation: 

 
Sasaab has nine ensuite rooms, each of which is over 100m² in size, and boasts expansive 
views. Two of the nine rooms are interleading, and therefore perfect for families or two couples 
travelling together. The lodge is situated on quite a steep bank, so it is recommended that 
anyone with walking difficulties requests a room near to the mess, which is easily accessible. 
 

 
Room Types: 

 
The nine luxurious suites are spacious and designed to act as a private sanctuary. Each with 
plunge pool and a chill out space (either a verandah or mini-garden), and large open air 
bathrooms, every room is intensely private.

Age of children taken : 
Children of all ages are welcome at Sasaab. 
 
Rates per child: 
US$ 385 per child per night under twelve. 
Children under the age of three are considered infants, and stay free of charge. 
An extra bed in the room is charged at US$ 335 per night. 
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Can children share with the parents?  
Yes. We recommend that parents with children book the family suite (rooms 8 & 9), which are 
ideal for families. The rooms are just as spacious and luxurious as the rest, but have a shared 
central area and pool where families can enjoy time together. The Family Suite can be taken as 
an exclusive use villa, as it has separate access and meals can be provided. 
 
Is there a special children’s programme? 
Children love being at Sasaab – there is so much to learn. The local Samburu guides speak 
excellent English and are delighted to take children under their wing to teach them about 
Samburu traditions such as the making of a bow and arrow, or the use of the toothbrush tree. 
 
Activities offered for families? 
Novel experiences such as riding camels along the dry riverbed are a brilliant activity for families. 
Exclusive use of a vehicle is also possible, and charged at US$250 per day.

Restaurants and 
Bars: 

 
The finest Kenyan produce is combined with the Moroccan theme that runs throughout Sasaab, 
to create a thrilling fusion of flavours. Meals are offered in various areas around the lodge, and 
private dining on guests’ verandah or by the pool is offered on request. Breakfast, lunch and a 
three-course dinner are included in price, as well as snacks throughout the day, teas and coffees 
and excellent house wine.  
 

 
Activities and Leisure

·  Game Drives on open vehicles where guests will discover a wide variety of game. 

Samburu is also the home of the ‘Samburu Special Five’, which includes the Beisa Oryx, 
Reticulated Giraffe, Grevy’s Zebra, Gerenuk & Somali Ostrich. Abundant birdlife and 
fauna along the banks of the Ewaso Nyiro offer great game-viewing either by foot, 
vehicle or on a camel.  

·  Sasaab’s position high on the banks of the Ewaso Nyiro make it the perfect place to sit 
and watch game. Elephants frequently come to the opposite bank, whilst looking through 
the binoculars or the telescope will always reveal something small but interesting.  

·  SpaSaab: a purpose built, state of the art haven of peace and serenity. The building itself 
is located in a prime position, nestled into rocks that overlook the Ewaso Ngiro 
watercourse, and beyond to a pure wilderness. Our world class beauty treatments are 
performed by expert therapists using Liz Earle Naturally Active Beauty Products.

Sasaab is located on the Westgate Community Conservancy, which is home to over 600 families 
who, up until 2004, had seen no benefit from tourism (one of Kenya’s largest industries). Now, 
with Sasaab in their area, the Samburu, who are traditional nomadic pastoralists, are benefiting 
from the visitors who come to the area. In conjunction with this comes an understanding of the 
value of wildlife, and consequently the value of separating livestock areas from wildlife areas. 
Sasaab has been responsible for an ongoing sea change of opinion amongst the Samburu, and 
the community conservation area is a great success. The lodge is involved with a local school, 
the committee, the Northern Rangelands Trust, and the Grevy Zebra Trust. 
With regards the environment, Sasaab generates hot water using solar panels, uses energy 
conserving lightbulbs and seeks to save water wherever possible. The lodge has its own 
vegetable garden where some of the food for guests is grown.

Sasaab is able to host private functions only if the entire lodge is booked out, and offers a 
reduced rate for exclusive use of the property.
